Speaking on the project Brotha D says "This compilation is the first time on one album that we're 
celebrating the finest in contemporary and traditional Polynesian music, it's a reminder of how far 
we've come as a people and it recognizes the influence pacific music has had on growing up in 
New Zealand surrounded by the pacific ocean, as kiwi's we all have a piece of Pasifika in our 
heart and this is the soundtrack".
